Passport requirements: Please note 
that many countries now require indi-
viduals to possess passports with an 
expiration date of six months beyond 
the expected return to the United States. 
Please check that your passport meets 
the requirements of the country you will 
be visiting. If your passport needs to be 
renewed, please leave yourself ample 
time for processing.
