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Bodrum smith college lecturer
Scott Bradbury is a Professor of Classical 
Languages and Literatures at Smith College. 
He specializes in the history of the Later Ro-
man Empire, particularly the Greek East, and 
in ancient religions. His most recent publica-
tion is a translation from ancient Greek of the 
letters of Libanius of Antioch (a.d. 314-393), 
a noted teacher, writer, and public speaker.
