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Nina, who is both an architectural and landscape historian, received her doctorate from The Victorian Centre at
University of London and held research positions at the Victoria and Albert Museum and National Gallery of Art before

coming to Smith in 1999. Her courses constitute the core curriculum in Smith’s pioneering Landscape Studies program.

Martin is the curator of the rare books in Neilson Library’s Mortimer Rare Book Room, where he also teaches courses in
the history of the book and in contemporary artist’s books for Smith’s art department. He has written and lectured on
many aspects of these fields including fine printing, the book arts in Italy, bookbinding, and book collecting. Before
coming to Smith College he was librarian and director of the Grolier Club in New York City, the country’s premier

organization for bibliophiles.

Visit Hidcote Manor
gardens, one of the icons of English gardens created
by Lawrence Johnstone — a labyrinth of intimate and
beautifully planted garden rooms. Enjoy a walk to
Kiftsgate gardens, famous for its Kiftsgate rose, its
profusion of color, and its apparent informality.
Lunch this afternoon will be at the garden restaurant.
After lunch, leave for Stowe Landscape gardens,

designed by Vanbrugh, Bridgeman, Kent and
‘Capability’ Brown. These architects influenced landscape gardening not only in Britain but
world-wide. Return to the hotel for a slide lecture by Nina Antonetti, entitled “The English
Landscape Tradition”. After bit of a rest, gather for dinner at Gee’s Restaurant.

Vicarage, Quenington (by kind arrangement with Mr. and Mrs.
David Abel Smith). The delightful garden created by the owners is
enhanced by a fast running stream with crystal clear waters.
Afterwards, return to Oxford and enjoy the rest of the afternoon at
leisure. Later, take a visit to Rhodes House (subject to

&% confirmation). Then, enjoy a slide lecture by Martin Antonett,
& entitled “William Morris and the Art of the Book”. Dinner this
evening is independent.

After the tour, enjoy lunch in
the Hall’s restaurant. After lunch, visit the Hall and the gardens — yew hedges, topiary and four large
square beds of herbaceous plants with surrounding borders of roses edged with catmint are some of
the interesting features.
